Hanging baskets  
 
This year, Carnoustie Community Council successfully negotiated the  
provision of 40 fully planted hanging baskets, free of charge for the Town,  

courtesy of Dobbies Gar-
den Centre.  Shop-keepers 
and businesses in  
Carnoustieôs main retail 
street jumped at the 
chance to  brighten-up 
their premises for the sum-
mer months in return for a 
commitment to water and 
maintain their own baskets. 
The new planting has been 
carefully selected and co-
ordinated to complement 
those premises who have 
traditionally erected their 
own hanging baskets along 

with the 22 supplied and erected on lampposts by Angus Council. Planting 
includes Petunia Surfina, Helichrysum, Plectranthus and Verbena, all provid-
ing an exciting blaze of colour to our High Street. Angus Council hanging 
baskets are watered every second day and are fed with a seaweed mixture 
every 3 weeks. 
 
Street planters  
 
Along the High Street and Station 
Road, the Community Council, 
supported by a group of willing 
volunteers, plant out, weed and 
water a number of street planters 
previously supplied by Angus 
Council. Planters placed at Car-
noustie Railway Station by Scotrail 
prior to the last Open Golf Cham-
pionship are now also maintained 
by the Community Council with 
the aid of a grant from Scotrail. 
 
 



Bedding etc planted areas  
 
Angus Council are responsible for planting and maintaining bedding plants in 
many locations throughout the Town including The War Memorial, Shanwell 

Cemetery,  
Carnoustie House 
grounds, Links Pa-
rade, and Carlogie 
Road corner. 
Planted ófeaturesô, 
commissioned for 
the 2007 Open 
Golf Champion-
ship, located at 
prominent posi-
tions within the 
Town comprise a 
variety of small 
trees, perennial 
bushes and 
shrubs. All these 

areas are maintained to a very high standard with any grass cut every two 
weeks and watering when required. In the case of annual planted areas, An-
gus Council prepare and dig-in organic fertiliser (dung) during the winter 
months and add a slow-release fertiliser before spring and summer planting. 
Spring and summer plants are carefully selected to suit the particular micro-
climate and soil conditions at the various locations. 
 
Carnoustie has many green-fingered gardeners and a stroll along many of 
the streets will see both locals and visitors impressed by the skill and dedica-
tion of residents.
